SSG, LLC is a bwtech@UMBC Cyberincubator company focused on streamlining policy compliance by reducing time 
spent on redundant regulations. Frustrated by the amount of repetitive and conflicting information and the associated 
inefficiencies in identifying compliance, SSG used lessons learned to develop a software product to help streamline the 
process. SSG was a 2012 Incubator of the Year Finalist in the Cybersecurity category.

Adrian found his first job in the startup world as an undergraduate, working as the senior web developer for 
RateMyTeachers.com. By the time he graduated, he started his first company, ShiftyBits, LLC., which has consulted with 
the National Institute’s of Health Epidemiology group to develop methods to automatically detect and track breast cancer 
risk factors through image analysis. His current startup Chic Engine.com is a visual fashion search engine. Users snap 
pictures of fashion they see in magazines, on billboards, of people on the street, then Chic Engine automatically 
analyzes the image and tells users where they can purchase the item.
